Study Hall Syllabus

Description- Welcome to study hall!  Here you will have the opportunity to try to complete your homework prior to going home.  The goal and expectation for this study hall is to have a quiet study environment that allows you to prepare for the next day’s classes.
Materials you will need EVERY DAY for this class include:

1. Homework (both completed and yet to do)
2. Books necessary to complete homework

3. Pencil

4. Planner

5. Free reading book

Respect- Each student that enters my classroom is expected to maintain respect with ALL individuals in the room.  Respect means that you are saying appropriate things, raising your hand to speak, not interrupting others, cleaning up after yourself, keeping your hands to yourself, completing assignments, following posted classroom rules, and showing what a great person you are.  I will NOT tolerate picking on others/ harassing others.  In an instance that respect is not maintained, you will receive a warning/detention and you will need to stop the behavior or you will be asked to leave and go to the office.  

Homework- You are expected to bring your homework that is not completed AND your completed homework to class every day.  You will need to prove that the homework you say is completed is actually done and I will sign off on it.  If you have no homework and have proven it with me, then you are free to read around the classroom and/or go to the library.

Lockers/ Restroom- You will not be allowed to go to your lockers after the bell has rung.  Bring all materials to class to avoid asking if you can go out later.  Keeping your locker organized will help you get to class on time, with all the materials needed.  We will clean out lockers every Friday!!
You may use the restroom during the breaks given.  Please come tell me before you leave so I don’t count you as tardy.  Being extremely late will count as a tardy.  Please be responsible and find your way there and back without taking too much time and messing around in the halls.

Passes- If you need to work with someone else in the study hall on a project, please have that class’s teacher either write you a pass or email me about the project.  If you need to go to another classroom or the library specifically, you will need to provide a pass from you classroom teacher before you will be allowed to go.  PASSES WILL NEED TO BE OBTAINED FROM THE CLASSROOM TEACHER PRIOR TO STUDY HALL.  YOU WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO GO GET A PASS DURING STUDY HALL.
Team departure announcements- During study hall, teams are sometimes released early for away meets/games.  If you are on one of the teams, please gather your items quietly, and exit the room without disrupting others.  If you are unable to do so, you will be delayed in your release and you will have detention.  Please be responsible and respectful of other people’s learning environments.

Room expectations- Take your seats quickly and quietly before the end of the bell.  If the second bell stops ringing and you are not in your seat, you are tardy.  The tardy policy can be found in your planner.  If you get three tardies in a semester, you will have a detention.  I will ask for passes to other classrooms/library after attendance is taken (within in the first few minutes of class).  Waiting by my desk to go somewhere instead of being in your seat by the tardy bell will be counted as a tardy.  Cell phones, MP3 players, CD players, video games, food or drinks are not allowed in my classroom!  Persons caught with these items without permission will have detention.
Every day, I will allow for a few minutes of talk time at the end of the period if all students were following the study hall rules.  If study hall rules are not followed then talk time will be revoked for the day.  

Students, please share this syllabus with your parents.  If all students in the study hall bring back the signed syllabus within the first week, the study hall will earn a special reward.  Please sign and return the bottom portion by August 25th.
